Highlights

In a high Black infant mortality community, the Black population exhibits excess
risk above and beyond socioeconomic status, primarily associated with maternal
preconceptional/prenatal health

The poor population has disproportionate excess risk associated with infant
health factors, primarily unsafe-sleep-related
